The work must not 
have appeared in any other publication 
and cannot have been available for sale 
in packet form, although it’s generally 
O.K. if it’s been taught on a limited ba-
sis. Bear in mind that the availability of 
the surface is a key consideration.

 So if you have a masterpiece you’re 
ready to share, let’s see if we can’t find 
a place for it in The Decorative Painter.
